	From Seattle: 
I-90 East to Exit #101 (Thorp) 
Turn Right (south) 
Go 1.9 miles and turn right at Cove Road 
Go 4.3 miles and turn right at Manastash Road (2nd stop sign) 
Go 6.9 miles up the canyon to Camp 
	From Wenatchee: 
Highway 97 South to Perkin’s Restaurant 
Turn right 
Go 0.4 miles and turn left at KOA onto Thorp Hwy. 
Go 0.3 miles and turn left at Hanson Road 
Go 2.8 miles and turn left at Cove Road 
Go 1.0 miles and turn right at Manastash Road 
Go 6.9 miles up the canyon to Camp 




	From Yakima: 
I-82 North to I-90 West 
Take Exit #109 (Ellensburg/ Canyon Road) - Turn right 
Turn left at Umptanum Road (at Subway, across from McDonald’s) 
Go 1.6 miles and turn right at Manastash Road (Schoolhouse #7 will be on right) 
Go 10 miles past the hay fields and up the canyon to Camp 
	From Spokane: 
I-90 West to exit #109 (Ellensburg/Canyon Road) 
Turn right 
Turn left at Umptanum Road (at Subway, across from McDonald’s) 
Go 1.6 miles and turn right at Manastash Road (Schoolhouse #7 will be on right) 
Go 10 miles past the hay fields and up the canyon to Camp 





Camp is one mile before the paved road ends. Keep coming! You haven’t passed it, yet! You will see “Lazy F” on the barn—take the second driveway (by main camp sign). Office is the first building on the left.

· Warm snow coat (ideally waterproof) 
· Snow pants (1 pair) 
· Wool socks (1 per day) 
· Winter boots (1 pair) 
· Warm winter gloves (1 pair) 
· Warm Hat 
	Other Attire 

· T-shirts (one per day) 
· 2-3 sweatshirts 
· Warm pants (2-3 pair) 
· Underwear & spare socks (1-2 pairs per day) 
· Sturdy shoes for outside (1 pair) 
· Comfortable shoes or slippers for inside (1 pair) 


	Essential Items 

· Sleeping bag and pillow 
· 1 towel 
· Bible, pen, paper or journal 
· Soap, shampoo, toothbrush/paste, comb, etc. 
· Water bottle 
· Medications as needed in original containers! 
	Optional Items: 

· Ice Skates 
· Envelopes, stamps 
· Flashlight 
· Favorite stuffed animal 
· Money for the camp store 


	Do not bring: 
· Snow boards
· Cross-country skis
· Sleds (camp provides inner tubes)
· Stereo equipment, televisions, electronic games
· Valuables (jewelry, expensive camera, or clothes)       
· Food (attracts mice and insects)
· Anything that might hurt someone (knives, etc.)
· Illegal drugs in any way, shape, or form
· Cigarettes, chewing tobacco (Lazy F is smoke-free)
· Camera (CD with pictures from camp will be provided to campers as they leave).

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Parents: How & When Will Camp Notify You for the Health Care Needs of Your Child? 

While your child is at camp, our Health Care Staff will make every effort to contact you by telephone in the event of an emergency or out-of-camp healthcare is required. Depending on the circumstances surrounding the situation - and your schedule - we may not be successful in reaching you. 

Our staff will use the telephone numbers you have provided on the Registration & Health History Form for Children and Youth. Please make sure that we know how to reach you during your child’s stay at camp. If you have an answering machine, we will leave an informational message. 

In the event that out-of-camp healthcare is utilized, the camp will provide you with a written summary. This summary will include information such as 

· nature of illness or health concern 
· name, address and telephone number of provider 
· diagnosis and prognosis of the provider 
· description of healthcare given by the camp staff 
· recommendations for follow-up care at home 

Normally we will not contact you for routine health care or problems, (i.e., skinned knees, insect bites, upset stomach, etc.) that are not severe or do not require the additional attention of an out-of-camp healthcare provider. In these instances, the Standing Orders of the camp physician will be followed. The decision to contact you in those kinds of situations will be determined on a case-by-case basis. 

Please contact the individual campsite your child is attending if you require a practice different from what is described above.
