TUBING HILL RULES
Use tubing hill at your own risk!

Tubing is a dangerous activity.  Serious injury can result.

Please do NOT slide in other areas!

To minimize accidents, all tubers must abide by the following rules:

1.  Tubing allowed only when hill is declared open by the Director, and only during daylight hours.

2.  Adult supervision required at all times.

3.  Soft tubes only; no sleds, discs, etc.  CAMP TUBES MUST BE SHARED (after each run, offer tube to another person).

4.  Tube in the designated runs only.

5.  Always stay below the fence line.

6.  BE SURE RUNWAY IS CLEAR BEFORE STARTING TO SLIDE!

7.  Get out of the runway immediately after stopping.

8.  Protect the slide runs - Use paths, don’t walk on runs, keep feet up when sliding.

9.  Building of jumps or other runway alterations is not allowed.

10.  Trains:  heaviest persons should always be in front.

11.  Never sit one person on top of another (side by side OK).

12.  Remember - if you suspect a neck or back injury, do not move the person!  Get help!
